Know your bow-saw blades!
Peg tooth – ideal for hard/dry wood.

Raker tooth – ideal for soft/green wood.  The raker teeth on these blades act like a chisel to remove chips out of the green wood to prevent binding.
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Don’t let your saw stay wet as any rust will affect cutting.
