	In the third week of November, PAWARA Environment Group planted another section of hedge on the edge of the woodland at Widley Gardens, Purbrook.  The site was cleared of brambles and ivy during the October work party, leaving self-seeded saplings, and we only needed to rake and lightly fork the ground to remove the first signs of new undergrowth before the planting could begin.  

We planted a mixture of hawthorn, blackthorn, dogwood and dog rose spaced at approximately 15” in three rows 12” apart and applied a mulch of wood chips from a job in the same road.  We used 70 plants, supplied as wildlife packs under the TCV/OVO Energy ‘I Dig Trees’ scheme.  The goat willow supplied is being used for projects on Hayling Island and the remaining plants will be used to thicken up other sections of hedge.

Hayling Update – Eric Walker
From October through November, Hampshire Highways Dept. spent some time teasing us with where the new trees they were planting would actually be going in the Hayling road verges. Eventually, after a number of residents had flagging up that trees had been planted in their road, we were told that there were 61 new trees and there are 17 species. That was very acceptable. However, every day there are several chainsaws hacking away at trees in private gardens and then a large oak on the boundary of the park was cut down.
Some months back we received a desperate phone call “They are cutting a large tree down on Staunton Avenue, Hayling, can you stop it?”  It was in a private garden and stopping tree work was impossible.  Looking at the placement of street trees, it seemed evident that the tree had been there before the street trees had been planted; it was huge and reached out towards the road, so reducing the ability of trees in the verge to survive. Well, what have we now is that HCC have planted a tree where it was not practical to do so all those years ago. 

At the end of last month we gave a helping hand to Tony Athill, the Horticultural Society representative at Mengham Junior School, filling gaps and tiding up a couple of hedges and moving one which was in the wrong place.  For next spring, 90 whips have been ordered for the children to grow on in pots.  They will look after them at home once they are established and eventually plant them on the school boundary.  “A nice little boost to the reforestation of Hayling” says the Co-Headteacher.
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	Sandy Beach Estate got the first part of a hedge, some 105 plants from a Wild Harvest pack from the Woodland Trust. Trees so close to the sea are always problematic, but it is hoped these plants will be sheltered by the houses and wall between them and raging sea. The rest of these trees are booked for next March.

With permission from HBC Estates Dept, on the 21st November we planted 44 tree whips comprising seven native species on North Common, Hayling a Site of Important Nature Conservation (SINC).

Tree Planting in East Hampshire – Jane Devlin

East Hampshire DC’s tree planting initiative is moving forward despite the covid pandemic and lockdown restrictions.  We are grateful for the assistance from Havant Borough Tree Wardens (Terry, actually) in sharing a risk assessment template, which has been passed on to volunteer groups planting saplings supplied though the Woodland Trust.  
Although this year’s plans for germinating tree seeds and sharing whips with others wishing to plant trees has been curtailed, a local supplier has been identified to provide tree-planting accessories (stakes and tree-shelters).  Volunteer groups planting on publicly-accessible land can request items free of charge; landowners and private planting can benefit from a discount. Does anyone have thoughts on weed suppression for newly planted trees?  A mulch of wood chips has been a favourite method, but transport to the planting site is not always easy and, with the number of tree diseases, bio-security is now a serious concern.  Weed mats commercially available are generally expensive.  Ed.
Survey of Trees in Emsworth Recreation Ground - Brendan Gibb-Gray
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	In August 2020 two of the Emsworth Tree Wardens (Malinda Griffin and Delia Curry) decided to survey part of Horndean Road Recreation Ground in Emsworth.  The reason for this was that many of the trees seemed to be suffering from drought and many other trees and hedges were in need of urgent maintenance.  The survey was completed and they discovered a surprising number of issues regarding the state of the trees on this council owned land.

With the help of our local councillors, the report was submitted to HBC/Norse and we are pleased to say that Norse is now actioning much of the work identified.

	One interesting fact that was noticed is that many of the trees that were under water stress were less than ten years old and we suggest this exercise might usefully be replicated by other Tree Wardens in their local areas.  If no action is taken to maintain and water in periods of drought, we could arguably lose many trees in our parks and open spaces.  
The kind of issues that you might identify if you survey your local recreation grounds are of course watering, especially in dry periods, weeds around the base of trees which need to be cleared, particularly for trees less than 10 years old and mulching which is important for year round care. We recommend that, as far as possible, dead wood is allowed to remain untouched, except of course where it might constitute a danger to people.

We would like to thank Malinda and Delia for their good work.

Ash Trees to be Felled in St Faith’s Conservation Area

Hampshire County Council has applied to fell all ash trees (approximately 130) in part of St Faith’s conservation area in Havant.  The trees are showing varying degrees of ash die back and the concern is that they will potentially fall onto the adjacent Park Road South or Bosmere Junior School playground.

Four objections have been submitted.  The reasons given are: 

· No tree condition reports were included with the application.

· Are all  the trees suffering from advanced ash die-back and do they all need to be removed at the same time or is this a matter of convenience rather than urgency?

· No information is given on replacement planting.  This should be a condition of approval.

· The current planting offers not only a pleasant vista but also acts as a windbreak, as a traffic noise reduction facility and a site for nesting birds.  Replacement planting is of considerable importance.

Trees Felled at Mill Rythe, Hayling Island

We were contacted by Stephen Southgate, a Hayling Island resident, who was concerned to see mature oak trees being felled on the Mill Rythe Holiday Camp.

“Hi -  I think these pictures tell the story - you can see one tree felled is the first in a line of trees that I assume are all about to be chopped down and maybe this is OK because Planning said yes?

The benefit to Green Hayling with the trees that Havant Borough Tree Wardens and County Cllr Lance Quantrill are planning to plant will be far less than the trees now demolished at Mill Rythe Holiday Village.

The Mill Rythe tree cleansing will create a totally open site. This I’m sure in time will cause environmental damage issues during high winds and storms, especially when considering the area is two metres below sea level, at high tide and without the natural tree wind breaks the site will have an increased storm and surface water exposure. (Planning Policy may wish to consider trees as structural wind breaks, C02 storage vessels and not plants.) 
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Mill Rythe is alongside a Bird Sanctuary, and these trees were used in the evenings when birds came back to shelter.

The Council should give protected status for mature trees located along Mill Rythe entrance driveway outside the main Camp where dozens of mature oaks are located.  Some of these oak trees in the pictures are around 200 years old.

To make the felling worse, the chopped trees were burnt together with waste from demolished buildings, producing a thick toxic-smelling haze through which I saw Brent Geese fly.

It appears that the owners/managers of the site are unaware of the SSSI status of Eastern Hayling Chichester Harbour protection zones.

Please can we be advised of the HCC and Conservancy Plan to protect the Waders and the Waders Wildlife Reserve and the co Joining Wader ponds linked to the Harbour that extend from the Wader reserve into Mill Rythe Holiday Camp .
I am puzzled by the contradictions in what happens in our Borough; why destroy mature trees for commerce and play Green games with a few new plantings?”

Mr Southgate’s letter raises two important and valid issues that have become perennial problems:

Tree Protection 

There are significant flaws in a strict application of Tree Protection Order (TPO) law;

a. There is no statutory duty for a council to put TPOs in place

b. Trees are deemed worthy of protection only if they are in danger from harm and if they give significant public amenity (visible from a public place)

c. Are attractive, well-formed specimens of their species.

And the idea of ‘protection’ is not necessarily what you’d expect. Applications to radically prune or fell TPO’d trees are often granted. And sad to say, fines etc for people wilfully damaging TPO’d trees are not consistently or robustly applied.

Sites of Importance for Nature Conservation (SINCs)

A “Key action” stated in the Havant Borough Local Plan 2036 is that “Policy protection will specifically be needed for locally designated nature conservation sites as they are not subject to any legal protection.”

In other words, SINCs are not protected, although they are highly regarded by those aware of the exceptional importance of safeguarding ecological connectivity. A SINC may not look as if it contains interesting species, you may need a high level of botany skills to identify what is under your feet.

But SINCs are essential (particularly in this area of intense development pressure) to give our fast-reducing wildlife safe connections between various habitats so they can feed and breed.  Without the connectivity of green corridors they are unable to be resilient enough to face additional pressure from climate changes and constant human disturbance. 

In the Havant Borough Local Plan there is a list of SINCs in our borough.  This confirms two SINCs associated with the Mill Rythe Holiday Village:

HV0095 Mill Rythe Lane Saltmarsh (Central Grid Ref SU72700100)   0.76 ha

HV0107  Mill Rythe Holiday Village (Central Grid Ref  SU73400090)   5.06 ha

Havant Borough Council states it is pro-development, and landowners are clamouring to profit from high land prices.  The result is more than a dozen sensitive sites not included in the Local Plan have been put forward – sites important for wildlife and for residents and visitors in this increasingly crowded part of Hampshire.

Without residents like Mr Southgate raising their concerns (often halting inappropriate works), we will continue to lose significant trees*, and important green spaces in the borough. 
*Given the acknowledged Climate Change that is in progress, it’s fair say that all our borough trees have become significant. 
Notes
· The clearance is part of a £10million re-furbishment of the Mill Rythe Holiday Camp which was approved in 2017.

· Chichester Harbour Conservancy recommended refusal of the application, raising concerns over artificial lighting and ecological issues regarding over-wintering birds, bats and plant species associated with the Special Protection Area (SPA) and SINC.  Similar concerns were raised by the County Ecologist.

· Four oaks near the entrance to the camp are protected by TPOs.

· A Tree Officer will visit the site and if trees have been felled outside of the agreed permission this will be submitted to HBC Planning Enforcement.  If trees are at risk and meet the criteria, additional TPOs will be considered.

Preliminary Results of the Petersfield Tree Location Survey – Andy Moffat
Despite the difficulties associated with the Covid-19 emergency, thirty volunteers took part in a survey to identify potential locations for additional trees in Petersfield, which was completed at the end of September.

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	A total of 451 sites were identified by surveyors: 57% were considered suitable for new tree 
planting, 38% were judged suitable for both tree planting and reduced grass mowing, and 5% for reduced grass mowing only.  
The graph shows the range of sizes for the sites visited – the majority are quite small, but still valuable for individual tree planting.  



In several cases, trees could be reinstated in existing tree planting sites. 
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Other opportunities exist around playgrounds, sports facilities and nursery schools where provision of shade from mature trees would benefit those who use them, especially as our changing climate exposes us to much warmer conditions.  
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Nearly 12% of the areas identified are substantial in size (greater than 200 square metres) and offer possibilities for larger numbers, or groups, of trees. 
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As part of the survey, visits have also been undertaken to important greenspace areas owned and/or managed by the Town Council.  The next steps are to analyse the survey data, to produce a report for publication on the Petersfield Society website and to share with relevant local authorities.  Consultation with the Petersfield community is also planned.  The survey report will be compiled over the winter months.

Cubbington Pear Tree Lives On
Following the article in our November issue on the Cubbington pear tree, Sue Doxat found an article on the BBC website and wrote in from Purbrook.
“I wondered if readers were aware or might be pleased to know about the 100 new saplings from this tree.  Of course this can't ever replace what has been destroyed, assuming they survive and information is correct.  I read elsewhere it was 40 cuttings that had been taken. 

I think avoiding the golf course was like rubbing salt into wounds.”

	Royal Horticultural Society course students at Shuttleworth College in Old Warden, Bedfordshire, led by Lecturer in Horticulture Paul Labous, propagated some cuttings from the Cubbington Pear in 2017 and after about 18 months the team succeeded in producing one tree.  Its DNA was checked to ensure it was the actual tree and not a root stock.  From that tree more trees were created by chip budding and bench grafting over successive summers and there are now around 100 of which 30 to 40 have been planted in local vicarages, schools and playgrounds.

The pear tree is believed to have been growing near the village of Cubbington for 250 years and may have been the oldest in the UK.  It was voted the Tree of the Year in 2015.


The project combined perfecting highly skilled practical techniques with an understanding of the historical significance of fruit tree farming in the UK, allowing students to be involved in rescuing some of the heritage of our nation’s horticulture.

This is not the first historic pear to be saved by Paul.  In 2016, Shuttleworth College won a £8,400 Heritage Lottery Fund grant for its “Bedfordshire Old Warden Pear: Identification by DNA testing, Propagation and Bedding Out” project.
The aim of the project was to research the origin of the local culinary Warden Pear, believed to have first been grown at the Cistercian Abbey near to the village of Old Warden, circa 1388.  It included an investigation aimed at distinguishing remaining specimens of the original ‘’Old Warden Pear’’ from other ‘Wardens’ (a general name used in the middle ages to describe any culinary pear).  A series of DNA tests showed genetic differences between pear samples from various areas of the country.  The heritage of the pear and its associations with the village of Old Warden were also explored.

The verification of a distinct Warden Pear is of significant interest in Bedfordshire and to Old Warden village.  Warden pear pies were a Bedfordshire speciality, being baked overnight in the residual heat of traditional bread ovens, and 2016 was the four hundredth anniversary of the death of William Shakespeare who mentioned a warden pie in ‘The Winter’s Tale’.

	The November ATF podcast is a talk with Maurice Pankhurst (Woodland Ranger at the National Trust) about the history of pollards and grazing, the future of land management in the Borrowdale valleys, looking out for small things (whilst not worrying too much about the Latin names), and attempting translocation of Lobaria pulmonaria (lungwort) - a large epiphytic lichen consisting of an ascomycete fungus and a green algal partner living together in a symbiotic relationship with a cyanobacterium, a symbiosis involving members of three kingdoms of organisms.

Bee Wolf

Prompted by the article last month on solitary bees and wasps, Deryn Hawkins sent in these photos taken at Thursley Pond in July for identification.

Keith was able to confirm this is a Philanthus triangulum (Bee-wolf) female with prey - Apis mellifera (Honey bee) being transported to the nest.  This is a solitary species that excavates burrows in sandy soils, although they can form aggregations in suitable nesting areas and on some sites there may be as many as 15,000 burrows up to 1 m in length, with 3-34 short lateral burrows at the end, each terminating in a cell.  
This wasp is also known as the ‘bee killer’.  The major prey species is the worker honey bee and in some regions the wasp may greatly reduce local bee populations.  There are also reports of mining bees and cuckoo bees being taken.  The prey is paralysed by being stung through the articular membranes immediately behind the front legs before being carried to the nest.
This wasp was regarded as vulnerable in the late 1980s and early 1990s.  More recent records indicate the species is locally common to abundant in a steadily increasing number of sites in southern England, where there appears to be a single brood from early July to mid-September.
